	LSO School is not a public/state school, but a state-accredited school run by a non-profit foundation, The Lodz Educational Association. It comprises a primary school (pupils aged from 6 or 7 to 12 or 13 years) and a junior secondary school called in Polish gimnazjum ( from 13 to 16 years). 


The school has over 250 children including 63 students in the gimnazjum. They live in the city of Lodz and the surrounding towns and villages. The staff of the schools consists of 41 teachers, who also help children with learning difficulties or having difficulty working within a group. The school creates a pleasant, private and special family atmosphere as each class includes not more than 16 children. All the students learn English as their first foreign language and French or German as the second one.

A significant aspect of the school is the continuous cooperation with the parents, actively sharing the school’s everyday activities, which supports the integration of the school community consisting of students, parents and teachers.

The school has got experience of participation in partnership actions. We cooperated in two Comenius projects:
